Call for Nominations

Operational Research Society of India (ORSI) is the premier national society of the academicians and practitioners
engaged in the application; propagation and development of the science of Operational Research, management
sciences and analytics.

S/he should have minimum ten years of experience in teaching/research.

S/he should be a Senior LIFE member of ORSIL.

S/he must be serving in an AICTE/UGC recognized educational institution teaching OR/ Management

Science/ Engineering in respective stream/ involved in application/ research in industry.

5. Name of each nominee has to be proposed by at least one Senior Life Member of ORSI and seconded by
someone belonging to the respective discipline for which the nomination is proposed. (Self-nomination does
not make one ineligible, but generally not recommended).

6. The nominee must have distinguished teaching, research/ application and publication record.

7. Members of P.C. Mahalanobis Award Committee are not eligible to apply for the award.

Grooming talented professionals

Impact created in the Society

Enhancing knowledge in the respective field
Social contribution through education
